The Fulbright TEA Program Media Literacy Cohorts will feature an intensive professional development 
program at a U.S. university, including content-specific coursework with a focus on media literacy, 
recognizing bias/propaganda, stereotypes, and misinformation; strategies for improving students’ critical 
thinking, analytical, and communication skills; how media literacy promotes civic engagement; the role of 
media in society; fostering cyber safety and digital citizenship in the classroom; and technology training. The 
program will also include a practicum of at least 40 hours with a U.S. partner teacher in a U.S. secondary 
school to observe, co-teach, and share their expertise with teachers and students. Cultural enrichment, 
mentoring, and support will be provided to participants throughout the program.
